RULES OF THE CONVENTION:

Credentials for admission: Properly accredited delegates and Past Worthy Presi-
dents, along with Ten Year Secretaries, shall obtain their credentials from the proper
Committee upon presentation of official receipts showing that they are in good
standing in the Aerie.

No person shall be admitted to the main floor unless he is a delegate, Past Worthy
President, or Ten Year Secretary. He must display his credentials and deposit the
daily attendance slip with the proper Aerie officer. A visiting member in good
standing, not a delegate, may attend the Convention sessions, in a section set aside
by the Committee, as a spectator only.

A delegate desiring to be heard on any subject, which is properly before the Aerie,
shall rise, give the salutation sign, address the Worthy President, state his name and
number of his Aerie. When recognized by the President, he may proceed.

A question indefinitely postponed shall not again be considered, except by the
action of two-thirds of the delegates voting again to take up the matter.

Voting shall be by the voting sign of the Order, except upon Roll Call, then it shall
be aye or nay vote. Any thirty persons may demand a Roll Call on that question, but
such demand shall be made before voting on the question.

Nominating speeches shall be limited to three minutes each and seconding speeches
to two minutes each.

The election shall convene in the Aerie Home where the Credentials Committee is
meeting on Saturday, June 17, 1989, from 8:00 A.M, to 10:00 A.M. Only official
ballots to be received. The count shall begin promptly at the close of the polls and
continue to the completion thereof.

Delegates must present their credentials and ballots depositing the latter in the
ballot box, first ascertaining the number of votes indicated on the credential is
identical with that indicated on the ballot and that no erasures appear thereon.

Any part of the issue not covered by the Rules of the Convention or the Rules of
Order shall be Governed by Robert’s Rules of Order Revised.

At this time, it is customary to read the Order of Business for the Convention but
in view of the fact there is no great change in the procedure as regards to previous
sessions and also that copies of the Order of Business have been distributed to all
of the delegates, | shall dispense with the reading of the same, if there are no
objections. However, they will be included in the Convention Proceedings.

The By-Laws Committee met on November 12, 1988 at the Rochester Aerie 52. The
following recommendations were made by the Committee; that the By-Laws be
reprinted in booklet form in their entirety:

SECTION 1.1: The State Aerie shall meet annually in the month of June, starting
on the Wednesday which .includes the third Friday of the month.

SECTION 3.4: Be amended as follows: The Worthy State President shall appoint
a Nominating Committee, consisting of five (5) Past State Presidents. If five Past
State Presidents are not available, he may fill the vacancy from the Delegates
present.

SECTION 3.9: Add (CQ) It shall also be the duty of the State Secretary to receive
all funds of the New York State Mr. and Mrs. Bowling Tournament. He shall counter-
sign all checks or withdrawal orders on said account which are presented to him by
the Bowling Tournament Secretary and which are in accordance with the statutes
and by-laws of the New York State Mr. & Mrs. New York State Bowling Directors.

SECTION 3.11: The Conductor shall be responsible for the safekeeping of para-
phernalia of the State Aerie. The Conductor shall perform all duties prescribed by
the ritual and such other duties as he may be directed to perform by the President
of the State Aerie when in session. : :

SECTION 5.2: The State President shall receive an annual allowance for his re-
spective office and traveling expenses. The amount shall be part of the budget as
adopted by the State Aerie. At the conclusion of his term, the State President shall
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receive a Past State President’s pin, as prescribed by the Grand Aerie and in addition
thereto, a purse of one hundred dollars ($100.00), both of which shall be an expense
of the State Aerie. : .

REPORT OF THE BLOOD DONORS COMMITTEE
Read by Charles Bolio, Chr.,, Watertown Aerie 782

Grand Aerie Officers, State Officers, and Brother Delegates:

| wish to thank President Jim Russell for asking me to serve as Chairman of this
Committee. | regret, however, that although 1 know many Aeries hold their own
clinics, or support those held by others, only two have reported to me at this time.
| believe the reason for this is that most don’t place as much importance on this as
they do the many other fine charities we support. Without taking anything away.
from any of these, | would like to give you a few facts to help you realize why | feel
so strongly about this program. . .
Each pint of blood that is collected is divided into three component parts; red cells,
plasma, and platelets, with each having a specific use. The red cells are most widely
used during surgery or for loss of blood due to an accident. Plasma is usually further
processed into other derivatives and used in several ways from combating shock to
the prevention of such diseases as measles and hepatitis. Platelets are mostly used
in the treatment of Leukemia and to aid those receiving chemotherapy treatments. ,
Therefore, if anyone here has had a loved one who had surgery or an accident,
received a vaccine to prevent measles or hepatitis, or has needed chemotherapy, a
Brother Eagle’s blood donation may have helped. By the way, the hospitals served
by the Red Cross Blood Program use an average of twelve hundred fifty pints of
blood per day. Since one can only donate once every fifty six days, the need for
donors is tremendous.

Now on the reports | have received. Oneonta Aerie 1260 held their Sixth Annual
Blood Drive in January and surpassed their goal. My home Aerie, Watertown 782,
has continued to hold its weekly C.D.P. Clinics and have collected over one
thousand pints of blood, bringing the grand total to over eighteen hundred since
its start.

Congratulations to both these Aeries on the fine job they are doing, but lets have
many more joining in to make the Eagles a major source of blood donors in the
State. Remember, when you donate a pint of blood, you give the gift of life.

REPORT OF THE STATE LEGISLATIVE COMMITTEE
Read by Robert G. T. Yager, Chr., Canajoharie Aerie 3846
Brother Delegates:

This past Eagle year has been a great one for legislation. The main event being the
lucky seven law went into effect. We have had many growing pains with this new
law but the State of New York has listened to our every wish. i

One glrofwing pain we had was the law today states that you cannot sell these tickets
if you're a paid employee. We have a Bill in the hopper today changing this law. It
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looks favorable. But in the meantime, the State rules that anyone may volunteer to
sell these tickets, including these paid bartenders. They still want us to change the
law since today it's a ruling.

The Director of Games of Chance called me about a month ago and wanted to
address our convention. For an unforeseen reason, Victor could not be with us. He
asked me to deliver this message. The State is going to start cracking down on
establishments selling illegal tickets. This should cease. Some dealers are talking
their customers into buying these tickets, giving special discounts, etc. Don’t be
conned. it's only a matter of time before they get caught. If a dealer asks you to
purchase illegal tickets, his advise is 1o stay away from them.

A problem exists with different Games of Chance Districts giving out different
rulings. Go along with your local District no matter what anyone else says. If you
get an altered ruling, send it to the Legislative Committee and they will pass it along.

A progress report of the Aerie’s participating in the Games of Chance is great! Most
Aerie’s that I've talked to have averaged close to $10,000 a quarter in selling lucky
sevens. In every case, we are selling more now legally than sold illegally. | have not
heard any complaints of any Aerie that has obtained a license.

So what’s our next step, We are now trying to legalize the poker machines. The
Games of Chance Commission now has Bingo, Vegas Nights and Lucky Seven Tickets
they control. Why not Poker Machines? That's what we’re working on today.

All through this report when | used the word “we” | meant CONPOR and the
Fraternal Order of Eagles. The Eagles doesn’t belong to CONPOR anymore. I’m sure
you all have heard me say many times that we started CONPOR. But for various
reasons, we decided quite a few years ago to drop out. I’d like you to consider
joining CONPOR again. The cost is $.10 per member per year (those in New York
State only). If we decide to rejoin, I'd like to have the per capita tax raised $.10 per
year. This will secure our future in CONPOR.

If we decide to rejoin CONPOR, we will also need three permanent Directors to
represent us. As a Director in CONPOR, you will attend two Board Meetings a year.
One in Syracuse and one in Albany. | would like to suggest these Directors if 1 may
be so bold:

Robert Woodruff — Bob gets into the details quick. He researches and analyzes
all information given to him. Last August, it was Bob’s persistence that guided
me in getting some questions answered with the Games of Chance. For ex-
ample, he asked if these proceeds were going to be taxable. | found out they
are not. If the sales of these tickets were going to be taxable, I'm sure many
of us would have decided not to get our licenses and then found out later we
were going to be taxed. With Bob looking after the Eagles in New York State,
I don’t think anyone will surprise us. Bob would serve us well.

Donald Rettinger — We need his view and information on how other govern-
ments operate. A fresh approach and Don is just the man to give it to us.

John Palmer — John has always been interested in legislation and up-to-date
on current and upcoming laws.

With these three representing the Eagles, 1 know our voice will be heard in Albany.
1 want to thank Jimmy Russell for allowing me to serve him over the past year. |
enjoyed it.
