OBLIGATION

My Brothers and Delegates before giving you the State Aerie obligation let me call to your attention

how important it is for all of us to so conduct ourselves during the State Aerie,

' both in the meeting
and outside the meering,

as to reflect credit upon our Order. The people of this fine city are our

hosts—we should act as guests in and about the city—so that we can leave a lasting impression of
the high caliber of our membership.

You now find yourselves within the State Aerie of the Fraternal Order of Eagles, for the State of New
York. You reach this destination and high esteem by honorable and loyal service in your subordinate
Aeries. You are the State Aerie. What this State Aerie does is your responsibility. You are accountable
to your Aerie, to your conscience and to your God. An abundance of experience in our Order fits
you well for your important mission. For the successful performance of your duties you will merit
and receive the applause of our membership, for your failure you will merit and receive its just
criticism. (Before you may go further and become members of the State Aerie and be entrusted with
duties of importance, you will rise, and with your right hand raised, take this solemn and binding
obligation, which I will recite, and you, if your so desire, will affirm at it’s conclusion. ‘The officers
and members of the State Aerie will join the new members in this obligation.
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Before God and on my honor, I promise as a condition to my becoming a member of the State
Aerie, that I will obey all the laws, rules and regulations of the Fraternal Order of Eagles. I reaffirm
all my obligations by me here-to-fore taken, as a member or officer of the Fraternal Order of
Eagles. I recognize the Grand Aerie as the supreme body of the Fraternal Order of Eagles, and as
shall cherish and uphold its good name.

I fully realize that a chain is no stronger than its weakest link, and that throughout the
jurisdiction of Eagledom we are bound together in this great Fraternity by our subordinate Aeries,
by our State Aerie, and by our Grand Aerie. If | fail as a member of the State Aerie, and my actions
are destructive of unity and progress, I know that 1 tear down the fabric, nor only of the Grand
Aerie, and this State Aerie, but I weaken my own subordinate Aerie.

I understand that changes in the laws enacted must be by constitutional and lawful methods, and
not by destructive criticism of the action of the majority, designed to undermine confidence and
faith in the State and Grand Aeries, and the Fraternal Order of Eagles.

I believe in the patriotic and humanitarian purposes of the Fraternal Order of Eagles. I believe in
my country, and that I owe to it the Zeal of a patriot. To me, Liberty, Truth, Justice and Equality are
more than words. To me they are the cornerstone of our Fraternity in whose welfare 1 am ardently
concerned.

I take this obligation in the presence of Almighty God, who looks down upon us from above, and
should I violate this obligation, I realize such conduct is just cause for expulsion from membership
in the State Aerie.

My Brothers and Delegates, if any Brother does not accept this obligation, he will advance to the
Altar and so indicate, then quietly leave the State Aerie. But if you do accept it, repeat after me; “I
do accept this obligation, and will observe it, so help me God.”

RULES OF THE CONVENTION

Credentials for Admission:

Accredited delegates and Past Worthy Presidents, along with Ten Year Secretaries, shall obtain
their credentials from the proper committee upon presentation of official receipts showing that they
are in good standing in their Aerie.

No person shall be admitted to the main floor unless he is a delegate, Past Worthy President,
or Ten-Year Secretary. He must display his credentials and deposit the daily attendance slip with
the proper Aerie Officers. A visiting member in good standing, not a delegate, may attend the
convention sessions, in a section set aside by the committee, as a spectator only. A delegate desiring
to be heard on any subject, which is properly before the Aerie, shall rise, give the salutation sign,
address the Worthy President, state his name and number of his Aerie. When recognized by the
President, he may proceed.

A question indefinitely postponed shall not again be considered except by the action of two thirds
of the delegates voting again to take up the matter.

Voting shall be by the voting sign of the Order, except upon Roll Call, then it shall be by aye or
any vote. Any thirty persons may demand a roll call on any questions, but such demand shall be
made before voting on the question.

Nominating speeches shall be limited to three minutes each and seconding speeches to two
minutes each.

The election shall convene in the Aerie home on Saturday, June 21, 2003, from 8:00AM to 10:
00AM. Only official ballots to be received. The count shall begin promptly at the close of the polls
and continue to the completion thereof.

Delegates must present their credentials and ballots, depositing the latter in the ballot box, first
ascertaining the number of voted indicated on the credential is identical with that indicated on the
ballot and that no erasures appear thereon.

All resolutions must be reduced to wiring, typewritten in triplicate, if possible, and delivered to
the State Secretary for distribution to the proper committees. The Committee, on resolutions will,
at the proper time, report all resolutions to the convention, with recommendations thereon.

Any part of the issue not covered by the Rules of the Convention or the Rules of Order shall be
governed by Robert’s Rules of Order Revised.

Ac this time, it is customary to read the Order of Business for the Convention, but in view of the
fact there is no great change in the procedure as regards to previous sessions and also that copies of
the Order of Business have been distributed to all of the delegates, I shall dispense with the reading
of the same, if there are no objections.

It has been an honor and pleasure
representing you as I traveled those many miles in this last year. To the great team of NYS Officers,
you guys were a lot of fun and we accomplished a great deal this year and [ thank you all for being
there. Let me talk a little bit about our next President, Brian Welch. He is confident, experienced
and has put into motion a new direction and strategy for the NYS Eagles.

Membership

We were given a NYS quota of 1044 members and I challenged us to a stretch target of 1292 at
Vice Presidents school. Maybe a little aggressive, noting Barney’s numbers last year, but we wanted
to try. We had a few challenges and disappointments along the way, Gloversville closing its doors
after almost 100 years in operation, Lockport selling its building and now starting all over again. A
few close calls over the year, but all in all, not bad when you look at the total picture. Some of
the positive highlights included; bringing Hornell, New York back into the Eagles family. Great
job done by Don Manley and his team. Saratoga Springs under Don Yanchunis leadership as the
new secretary, cleaned house and brought back over 100+ re-enrolled members, thanks Don. Lou
Osmon is a friend of mine, but I think he did a super job as Membership Chairman this year and
Lou, thanks very much. Please stand up and give Lou a round of applause. Finally, after Grand was
able to run the membership reports, we have confirmed 1184 new members or 113% of quota have
joined the great state of New York. Great job guys!
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Some of the key Memories during 2002-2003

*  Driving the mini go-cart at the Arthritis Go-Cart Races in Albany. I did not turn the
car over this time and we had four cars participate. We are now considered a major

sponsor of this race and have gotten some very good press from this annual event.

¢ “Attack on America Fund” presentation of $491,000.00 dollars to the victims and
their families of September 11th, in Albany, New York and meeting Governor Pataki
(First time a NYS President has met the Governor).

¢ Dedication of the New York State Museum in Ithaca, New York. A place to display
our Eagles history. Thanks to Al Porter on accepting the position as curator, and the

Ithaca Aerie for space and commitment to this project.

*  Re-Introducing 2 new Eagles Aerie and direction in Hornell, New York with 115
new members. This Aerie has a lot of energy and commitment to succeed. These

guys are good and thanks to Don Manley the Aerie organizer, for a job well done.

¢ Weattended 32 visitations over the year that included Anniversaries, Special Occasions

and installations of new Aeries (2x). These are memories I will never forget.

S Charity —~ Roswell Park Cancer Institute Carl

Sue and I looked at potential charities and found Roswell through a member in Depew, New
York. He asked me to look at the Carly Fund and almost immediately, I was taken by this little girl’s
courage, noting that her parents had both passed away from cancer. During our year and at eleven
years old Carly passed away from this deadly disease. We were committed to raise as much money
for this charity as we could. My first goal of $25,000 dollars was reached just prior to Christmas
and [ then revised the goal to $50,000 dollars. With the support of many local Aerie and Auxiliary
donations, here are a few highlights key examples:

. Depew/Lancaster #2692 = $8,000.00 Dollars
. Gloversville #482 = $6,306.67 Dollars
) Olean #616 - = $5,000.00 Dollars
. Elmira #941 = $3,000.00 Dollars

We also obtained monies from Grand, the Jimmy Durante and Cancer Charities, of $18,500.00
dollars. These Grant monies were in our NYS accounts, monies we raised locally and moved those
dollars to Grand. Our final total of monies raised for the Carly Fund this year is $54,636.67
dollars.

Another update regarding Grand Charities and monies returned to NYS is as follows. Under Bob
Yager’s leadership, we have received grants over $100,000.00 dollars that we have put back into our
communities. Thanks Bob for your assistance in getting these needed monies to our deserving local
charities.
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Ritual

I'm very much a traditionalist and the Ritual Initiation is key to the Eagles. It makes us different,
unique and is a process that you never forget when you become a new member of the Fraternal
Order of Eagles. We wanted to get Ritual Competition going again, so we started the NYS Officers
Ritual Team and said, come and compete again with us. We were able to get some practice at
Hoosick Falls, Hornell, Johnstown and Erwin.
