The first Aerie started in the Tonawandaõs was in March of 1906.  Attorney Frank W. 

Smith of New York representing Sate Deputy Grand President of Yonkers held a meeting 

in Buffalo.  Over two hundred signatures were obtained at that time.  Another preliminary 

meeting was held on March 26 th  at Wolf Hall on Young Street.  
 

The Aerie was instituted on May 23, 1906, as number 1411 at the Odd Fellows Hall on 

North Niagara Street with 50 charter members.  The Aerie 1411 has moved over the years 

to several locations, such as Old Post Office Building on North Niagara Street, a house on 

the corner of Morgan and Delaware Street, Cooper Hall and our present location in 1960.  

This building was formerly a machine shop which, as you can see from this photo, has had 

many improvements over the years.
